4) Adverb (Adv)      4) Direct object (DO) 
5) Interjection (Int)     5) Indirect object (IO) 
6) Conjunction (Conj)     6) Noun of Direct Address (NDA) 
7) Preposition (Prep)     7) Subject (S) 
8) Verb (either AV/LV/HV) 

 

Complements:     Phrases: 
1) Predicate Noun (PN)   1) Adjective – could be prep, infinitive, or participial 
2) Predicate Adjective (PA)  2) Adverb – could be prep or infinitive 
3) Direct Object (DO)   3) Noun – could be gerund or infinitive 
4) Indirect Object (IO)   4) Appositive
